Int: Has your sistter been to london? 
Afirmativa: Your sister has been to London.
Neg: Your sister hasn’t  been to London.
Estrutura Present Perfect: Has/ Have + past participle
Simple past:
Ex: Mary studied math yesterday. (regular)
Neg: Mary didn’t study math yesterday.
Int: Did Mary study math yesterday?
Ex: My father went to the beach. (irregular)
Neg: My father didn’t go to the beach.
Int: Did my father go to the beach?
